down from the Editor’s role. And it hasn’t finished there either; 
at our committee meeting just last week, Debra Seed 
announced she will be handing over the Treasurer’s role at the 
end of the year.

Four years after I had retired and bought my beloved ‘Sporty’, 
which I had custom painted and suitably ‘souped up’, I was 
asked by the then Head Road Captain ‘Seaside Steve’ if I would 
like to take on the position of Safety Officer. Feeling very pleased 
with myself and full of enthusiasm, I sought out the Director to 
ask when the next committee meeting was as I had loads of 
ideas to put forward. I was immediately deflated by being told 
that the Safety Officer was not a committee position, merely a supporting role and any input I 
had should be put forward through one of the Chapter Officers. 
On asking what the Chapter safety policy and mission statement was, I was met with a shrug of 
the shoulders and told to write one and submit it for consideration by the Chapter Officers. 
After hours of scribbling I proposed the Chapter safety vision and 
mission statement and submitted it as instructed. 
It vanished never to be seen or acknowledged again.

Road Crew Apprentice… 
…why, how, when, aim 

 

After two years in the Lindum Colonia Chapter, 
enjoying many rideouts, seeing how the Road 

Captain and crew kept us all safe, ensuring we all got to the 
right destination (9 times out of 10), I decided after speaking 
with our Welsh wizard, Dai, to offer my services. Having been 
involved in both VIP and convoy training previously I thought 
I could utilise my skills. 
 

The first introduction was at the annual crew meeting where the Road 
Captains and Marshals discussed the forthcoming year’s ride schedule. The number of 
rides to be organised was astounding with day rides, weekends and even an 
international organised trip by Charlie.  I was allocated Pete, Head Road Captain, as my 
mentor (no pressure there then) and we were to plan (Pete did it all) the first official ride 
of the season.  
For those unaware, planning and recce of the ride route is just as important, if not more 
so, than the actual full ride. Certainly on Pete’s recce we had inclement weather (3 days 
to clean the bike afterwards) mud, potholes and full-on road closures causing route 
changes. Lincs council appear to enjoy shutting roads completely without prior notice, 
really helpful. Contrary to popular belief we didn’t just meet, drink coffee, ride and go 
home. Forms have to be completed , routes download then uploaded, this is made easier 
with a good understanding of your bikes inbuilt SatNav/BoomBox. The Harley system 
allows you to alter the route by skipping waypoints which is handy when you come 
across road closures! Disclaimer form, guest rider form, child form, venue address, 
contact details for Tail End Charlie (TEC), thankfully the chapter have these all available 
to download free of charge! So before you even twist the throttle to get to the start point, 
there has already been a great deal of work (unless you on a Paul Redhead ride, then just 
ignore the previous paragraph        ). 
 

I think we are extremely lucky in our Chapter that there are so many people willing to 
commit to this endeavour and produce rides that are different in so many ways, from 

difficulty to venues. Variety is the key to life. This 
is why I joined a Chapter, having ridden HD solo 
for 6 years I felt pangs of jealousy seeing big 
group rides. I haven’t been disappointed, the 
social aspect is a bonus as is the wealth of 
knowledge available.  
 

My end goal is to work my dues and eventually 
become a Road Captain, and my ultimate goal 
would be to organise a trip to South Africa, 
starting or finishing in Cape Town having 
enjoyed the ‘Garden Route ‘.

Blyton loop… 
 …fancy a scoop? 

 

Well what can I say - firstly a big thank you to 
everyone who managed to make it for this, 

my first official ride-out as lead... I must say, when I set out 
from home that morning, I was a little apprehensive as the 
fog hung heavy and it wasn't the best weather for cutting 
your teeth as Road Captain. I'm pleased to say the closer 
we got to Lincoln the clearer it was, the sun came out at 
just the right time and stayed with us for the duration 
making the prospect of ice-cream a little more palatable! 
 

We made it to Colbourn’s Cafe in plenty of time (by design), as one of life's planners, 
being late for anything or feeling rushed is quite unsettling, so having time to chill in 
advance was exactly what I needed. The bikes started to roll in and pretty soon we were into 
double-digits, a little daunting for a virgin RC as I'm sure most of our time served RC's will 
recall, but I knew I was up to the challenge. I'd specifically chosen roads I knew and loved 
and I’d done my homework so I knew there should be no issues; I also knew I was on to a 
winner with some fantastic roads, sweeping corners and lovely villages factored in... and of 
course ice-cream (did I mention that?). 
 

I gave the standard 5min briefing warning, always a good plan for those with frequent 
toileting requirements. Charlie lent me his whistle and this was ably supported by Kev on 
his party blower (not a euphemism)! Everyone gathered and we went through the ins and 
outs of the first leg, introduced our support crew (Mark and Charlie) and set expectations. 
The ride to Blyton would take us through Saxilby to Sturton, turning right and heading out 
towards Scampton before picking up the B1398 parallel to the A15 towards Hemswell. We 
turned left and headed out on A637 towards Collingham which has some really good 
corners, and on a clear run you can do all at 50-55mph, flipping the bike about like a boss. It 
was a fairly clear run through to Gainsborough and knowing there was a right turn ahead off 
the duel carriage way I was keen to group the ride so we all arrived at the lights together, 
limiting split, and this worked really well. We headed off down Corringham Road and on to 
Belt Road taking us past Gainsborough Golf Club, down Thonock Hill and across the junction 
towards Morton. That junction at the bottom of the hill can be a real challenge at times with 
cars approaching the main 
road from five directions 
and occasionally pre-
occupied pedestrians to 
dodge, but we all managed 
to negotiate it successfully, 
we were never going to stick 
together here so I ventured 
on through to Morton 
slowing the ride down to 
pick up the back end on the 
long straight. It's great 
having coms with the tail 



 

  

end, and I've learnt to decipher the variety of crackles and sound changes 
coming through the intercom, knowing when the gap is expanding and 
reducing without the need for verbal cues - I’m sure that’s not the intended 

use but it works for me! 
 

Anyway - we continued on through following the road as it 
wound through small villages, open fields and along the 
riverbank to Sussworth. I'm pleased to say the thick mud on the 
road from the previous day had cleared substantially and we 
were able to maintain a good pace all the way through. The sun 
shone down illuminating the bright yellow of the rape seed 
fields and giving that sense that spring really had arrived - this 
was confirmed by the sneezing fit that closely followed and 
the frantic attempts to lift my visor before pebble dashing the 
interior, always something to be avoided if possible - think I 
managed to pull it off without anyone noticing and I didn't 
end up in a ditch so I’d say that was a success! From 

Sussworth we headed right and made our way to Scotter and 
then on to Blyton landing at the ice-cream parlour together, having had a 

great ride and ready for some light refreshments. 
 

Once everyone had re-fuelled and emptied their tanks we set off on the final leg - 
destination Windmill Farm. We headed out turning right and heading up the back roads to 
Corringham. Taking the Springthorpe road, we headed into the village and a series of four 
challenging bends in quick succession at low speed, a thorough test of everyone's machine 
control. We followed the road through Heapham, Upton & Kexby heading out passed 
Willingham by Stow and on to Sturton once again. You would have been forgiven for 
thinking there was a garden party or village fate happening in Upton, there were literally 
cars and people everywhere - but as it turns out they were all visitors to the tiny fish & chip 
shop there, which I am led to believe sell extremely good food! The road between 
Willingham and Stow are fantastic, offering a series of undulating roads, sweeping bends 
and sharp corners, perfect for the thrill seekers among us. 
 

Reaching Sturton we turned right and headed for the long fast straight to Marton, past the 
school where I spent most of my younger years and down the hill turning towards Torksey. 
Heading along the A156 we negotiated the S-bends through the village, flew (gently) over 
the bridge at Torksey Lock before branching off right and cruising through Laughterton 
(where I grew up) and on to Newton-on-Trent. Turning left we headed back towards the 
A57 before alighting at Pulse and Cocktail (adult store), luckily no one was distracted 
enough to fall off at this point and we continued on to Doddington. Just past the hall we 
picked up the Whisby road making our way past the garden centre, straight over at the 
roundabout and turned in to the Windmill Farm all together, safe, happy and ready for a 
cuppa. 
 

Reflecting on the day, it went better than I could have hoped for and I'm looking forward to 
planning the next one, I hope those who joined us for this feel the same and will find the 
next one just as enjoyable - who knows, next year I may even plan an overnighter.

Preparations are well underway for this 
year’s InSpire Ride event at the International Bomber 
Command Centre. Once again, Lindum Chapter has been 
asked to assist with the Ride-ins this year. As per last 
year’s ride-in from the north (that is, from Humber 
Bridge), we will be escorting bikers of every ilk (not just 
Harleys) from the services at the Barton-upon-Humber 
roundabout on the A15, down across the Wolds and onto the IBCC. The 
Chapter is looking for as many marshals as we can muster for the ride to mark the 
drop-off points, so if you can help, let Dai or Pete know so we can make the appropriate 
arrangements. 
 

Lindum Chapter was also asked to assist with the southern leg of the ride-in, from 
Ancaster, however, as we are a small Chapter, we would struggle to safely marshal both 
north & south ride-ins. To make the south ride-in happen, we approached Sherwood 
Chapter to assist and marshal the southern leg of the ride. 
 

2023 sees the 80th anniversary of the Dambusters Air Raids, and to celebrate this 
significant historical event, a special service (and fly-past – weather permitting) has been 
arranged. In addition to the service, a small number of helpers, including several 
members of Lindum and Sherwood Chapters, will be invited to ride their bikes through 
the Ribbon of Remembrance to the Spire – a fitting tribute to those who served in the 
RAF and support teams and for the volunteers who help with the organisation of the 
InSpire event. More information on this will be available later. 
 

Once again, InSpire Ride are asking for a voluntary donation of £10 per bike (there are 
also VIP tickets available too) with funds raised helping charities supported by the IBCC 
and InSpire.
